© Bottom two teams from each preliminary pool drop into a consolation pool of six teams (match
results against the other team dropping from your preliminary pool carry over into consolation
play).

O Preliminary championship and consolation pool matches are two no cap games. Playoff matches
will be best two out of three games and game three is to 15 points.

© Each team will be guaranteed three preliminary matches, four championship or consolation
matches, and six boys’ and six girls’ teams will be guaranteed two playoff matches.
